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The main aim of this lesson is to learn about decisions in life and to make students be more sensitive towards other people's choices and focusing them to deal with their future dilemmas.
In the meantime they learn about the context of other people`s hard choices in life during the Nazi era.
First lesson
1. evocation -  beginning – warming up (10 minutes)
· Facing everyday dilemmas: in small groups they have to decide who is the ONE most important person to take with them to a deserted island (the group can take only 1 person!) – 
· Was it difficult to choose/agree on somebody? How did you make your decisions? How would you feel if you had to make such a decision in your life?
2. realization of meaning - Actual topic – (20 minutes)
· students get a blank sheet of paper  and while watching the film they need to write down if they have any questions concerning the movie. 
· Watching movie - KITTY UND OTTO SUSCHNY -- ONLY A COUPLE OF STREETS AWAY FROM EACH OTHER – 1:00 – 9:05 - https://www.centropa.org/centropa-cinema/only-a-couple-of-streets-away-from-each-other
· Students put their questions on the board, first we deal with the historical questions – each students search the answer at web. This way they understand the context.
3. Refering to the first task- (10 minutes) -Are these two situations similiar? Why? Why not? How would it feel like to be in this situation for you? 
4. homework– (5 minutes) - Half of the students have to write the first letter after the girl`s arrival to England. The other half of the class write the letter as the parents after the child transfer. They also have to search online 1 photo from this era and attach it to their letter. - https://www.kindertransport.centropa.org/
Second lesson

1. mingling activity –( 5 minutes)-   the students should find a suitable letter pair for them (parent/child)
2. pair work – (10 minutes) – in these they discuss about the feelings they had while writing the letter, after this we put some feelings on the board:
· what did you feel while writing your letter?

· What was the most surprising fact you had to face with concerning your letter?

· Did you have any dilemmas connected to your letter? What kind of dilemma?
3. whole class discussion – (25 minutes) – 
· What is a dilemma? Try to give your own definition
After this we read a dictionary explanation: `situation in which there are two alternatives, equally attractive, to be chosen`.
· Why dilemmas are so important in life?

·  Today in your life – what kind of dilemmas you have to deal with? In school? Family life? About your future?
· Think about the dilemmas we had talked about – do you think that all dilemmas are the same for everyone? Do you think that your dilemma is also dilemma for others?

· Do people have to face these feelings or dilemmas today, as the one you saw in the film?

· Do you have anybody to help you with your dilemmas? Is there anybody who can rely on your help?
4. closure and reflections – (2 minutes) -listen to a recording ( recorded in csa 2019 in berlin) of one of the kindertransport children and his message to the students 

5. Reflections cards – (3 minutes)

· every student write 3 words they bring home after these lessons
